DESIGN ANNOTATION

Designing two blocks in the context of Florenc 21 is a complex challenge
where contrasting factors have to be equalised into an organic yet vibrant
whole. The new buildings have to impersonate different characters, in order
to avoid producing a monotonous atmosphere, while still being able to help
creating a calm, consistent image for the whole neighbourhood. Their ex-
pression should remain rooted in the architectural tradition of Prague, with-
out escaping contemporaneity and thus sliding into the slippery terrain of
superficial historicism. Their entrance sequences and shared spaces should
be able to convey a narrative of belonging to a solid community inhabiting

a grand house, a city palace, even if the apartments are smaller compared
to what was mainstream only few decades ago. Their plans should be
flexible, without being generic; their construction ecological without being
out of budget. This project answers this intricate set of questions and many
others, with effortlessness.

THE CLASSICAL EUROPEAN CITY FOR THE 21ST CENTURY?

We believe that the classical European city is one of the greatest cultural
achievements of European culture. For Florenc 21 we try to learn from ex-
amples of the past and try to translate the know-how into the 21st century.
We propose a system where all the individual buildings are different but

similar at the same time. Similarity is created by the general set-up of the
buildings. All of them will get a prominent, well visible plinth that will mainly
be used for commercial spaces, lobbies and common functions. On top of
the plinth you will find the main body of the building — mostly 4 or 5 storeys
high - created by the apartments. The facades are rather flat than sculptural
in order to produce more quiet street spaces. Loggia’s and winter-gardens
are defining the surface. The buildings will get no prominent roof but a per-
gola as crowning, in combination with a green roof as an edge. By doing
so the buildings will look more light and friendly. Differences will be creat-
ed mainly by the proportions of the facades, the use of materials and the

reaction of the individual buildings to the specific conditions of the urban
plan. That means that the buildings will be site specific but share a common
language.

TOWARDS A MORE COLLECTIVE WAY OF LIVING

When the housing units become smaller, a more collective way of
living is unavoidable. We therefore propose to use Florenc 21 as a
research project for a more collective way of living. What kind of
functions can be shared? How is the sharing organised? Where are
this functions placed inside of the building? How big should be the

number of people you are sharing something with2 The big commer-
cial plinth offers enough space for common functions. In interaction
with the lobby we imagine a variety of shared facilities that can make
life in the city even more convenient. Entrance, lobby, shared facilities,
distribution system can cumulative help creating impressive and pro-
gram-dense spatial sequences which are again compensating for the
reduced private space of the apartment. This collective backbone of
the building can be further complemented by shared gardens on the
rooftops, offering space for relaxing, leisure, sport and encounters.

Klasické evropské mésto povaZujeme za jeden z nejvétsich kulturnich
pocini evropské civilisace. Pri zpracovéni ndvrhu Florenc 21 jsme se

snazili pouéit z jeho pfikladid a transponovat toto know-how do kon-
textu 21. stoleti. Navrhujeme systém, kde jsou jednotlivé domy névrhu
odlisné a stejné zéroven. Stejné jsou i v zdkladnim rozvrZeni. Vsechny
budovy maji vyrazny sokl uréeny pronajimatelnym prostorém, lobby
a spoleénym prostordm. Na soklu stoji drik - 4 az 5 pater vysoky
tvofeny byty. Fasddy jsou spiSe jednolité, nez tvarové komplikované,
aby podporily klidné vyznéni ulic. Jejich povrch a hloubku uréuji zimni
zahrady a lodZie.

Maloplo$né byty potrebuji vétsi sdilené zdzemi. Névrh Florence 21 se
tedy do jisté miry stdvé laboratofi miry sdileni. Co je vlastné potfeba
sdilet? Jak sdileni organizovat? Kde v domé jsou sdilené funkce situ-
ovény? Jak velké mohou byt skupiny, které spoleéné sdileni nékteré

ze zGzemi? Velky obchodni parter nabizi dostatek prostor pro sdilené
funkce. Diky spoleénému lobby miZeme nabidnout Fadu variant
spoleénych/sdilenych prostor riznych formatd, které mohou vyrazné
zprijemnit Zivot ve mésté. Pasdz s lobby, vstupy do jednotlivych domd
a sdilené prostory doplriuji malé jednotky jednotlivych bytd. Tyto
spoleéné prostory mohou byt navic doplnény i o sdilené zahrady na
stfechdch, které nabizeji skvély prostor pro odpocinek, sport i néhod-
né setkéni. Nicméné pravé jejich rozsah a rozmisténi bude pred-
métem spoleéného vyzkumu.
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
