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Anotace

Bloknavrhujemejakojedenceleksjednocenyprosklenoufasadou,
ktera zménou vzhledu reaguje na pocasi, denni dobu i Uhel
pohledu. Blok élenime ho na nékolik mensich casti. Usporadani
a hmotové Feseni jednotlivych ¢astivychazi z urbanistické situace
a vztahu k prislusnému prostoru. Redukovali jsme plochy fasad
podél magistraly odebranim hmoty z téla bloku. Diagonalnimi
rezy jsme dosahli odsazeni ¢asti fasad od magistraly. Nékolik
rovin plasté tak zmensuje a zvétSuje proporce hmoty a vytvari
podél magistraly nepravidelnd pruaceli, svétlo se dostava do
hloubky bloku a do vnitfnich prostor. Na obou protilehlych
stranach bloku vznikaji atria. Parter je otevieny do okolnich
ulic, pasdz vedena blokem a pod magistralou vtahuje Zivot
z verejného ulicniho prostoru do atrii. Magistrala je pristupna
z ulice Krizikova a z prodlouzené ulice Na Florenci venkovnimi
verejnymi schodisti.

Zapadni ¢ast bloku je vstupem do nového Uzemi, jednoducha
narozni hmota je vertikalnim kontrapunktem k dynamické
vyrazné horizontalni budové Masarycka. Priceli narozi sméruje
k centru mésta, do ulice Na Florenci se diagonalné odklani nizsi
podélnd hmota se Stihlou vertikalni fasadou v ulici Krizikova.
Hmotové reSeni vychodni ¢asti bloku je jednodussi a klidnéjsi,
severni ortogonalni hmota je ve vztahu k vySce objektu Bastion
nizsi, hmota jizni ustupuje diagonalné od magistraly. Blok
nepropojujeme s Bastionem, vytvarime prostor - piazettu, kterou
uzavira schodisté vedouci na magistralu a do ulice Krizikova.
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Annotation

We propose the block as a single unit unified by a glass facade, — S sr s s s
which changes its appearance in response to the weather, time of
day, and viewing angle. We divide the block into several smaller
parts. The layout and massing of the individual parts are based
on the urban situation and the relationship to the surrounding
space. We have reduced the surface area of the facades along the
highway by removing mass from the body of the block. Diagonal
cuts have allowed us to offset parts of the facades from the
highway. Several planes of the shell thus reduce and enlarge the
proportions of the mass and create irregular facades along the
highway, allowing light to penetrate deep into the block and into
the interior spaces. Atriums are created on both opposite sides
of the block. The parterre is open to the surrounding streets,
and the passageway leading through the block and under the
highway draws life from the public street space into the atriums.
The highway is accessible from KFiZikova Street and from the
extended Na Florenci Street via outdoor public staircases.

The western part of the block is the entrance to the new area, and
the simple corner mass is a vertical counterpoint to the dynamic,
distinctly horizontal Masarycéka building. The corner facade faces
the city center, while the lower longitudinal mass with a slender
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vertical facade on Krizikova Street deviates diagonally toward Na

Florenci Street. The massing of the eastern part of the block is \'T
simpler and calmer, the northern orthogonal mass is lower in >
relation to the height of the Bastion building, and the southern

mass recedes diagonally from the highway. We do not connect
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the block with the Bastion, but create a space - a piazza enclosed
by a staircase leading to the highway and Krizikova Street.
